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Recently, you have been learning about Native American cultures, specifically the adaptations made by these cultures in order to survive through both class discussions and various legends.  In order to connect your learning, complete the following charts, which will serve as your prewriting requirement for your comparison/contrast essay.

In the following document you will find four charts. At first glance, the two look very similar; however, they all ask for something different:
1. The First chart, with the yellow-highlighted title, asks for general information regarding the five regions of the United States and the corresponding Native American tribes.  This does not ask you to compare the tribes themselves, only to discuss generalities of the regions and the adaptations made by the corresponding cultures.

2. The second chart, with the green-highlighted title, asks for similarities and differences between five different Native American legends (that correspond with each of the five regions) you discussed in your history class.

3. The third chart, with the blue-highlighted title, asks for similarities and differences between five different Native American legends (that correspond with each of the five regions) you discussed in English class. 
4. The fourth chart, with the red-highlighted title, asks you to select two legends to use for your comparison/contrast essay.  The legends that you choose may be from any of the ten you have been exposed to, as long as they are from two different geographic regions.*  

*Although two tribes within the same region certainly have differences, the differences focused on for this essay need to primarily be related to the region the tribe is from, as evidenced in the legend.
