National Honor Society Selection Procedure

I.
Eligibility – Wayland-Cohocton Central School Sophomore, Junior, or Senior with at least an 88.0 cumulative average.

II.
Letter of invitation will be sent to those students who are eligible.

III.
A list of eligible students will be sent to administration, faculty, counselors, and staff for recognition of character, leadership, and service.

IV.
Students wishing to be considered for membership are given a packet.  They will be required to submit the following:

· A personal data sheet containing a paragraph on why they would like to become a member of the National Honor Society.

· An activity sheet listing their activities and a composition characterizing their leadership and service to classmates and community.

· Three recommendations (no more than two school employees).

V.
The Faculty Council consisting of five teachers will evaluate the character rating sheets and the packets from the students who wish to be considered for membership.

VI.
The Faculty Council will then vote whether to accept or deny the student membership.

The following is a timeline for the National Honor Society selection process.  It is the student’s responsibility to make sure all data is returned when it is due.

· Personal data and reference packets are given to students.

Tuesday, April 27, 2010
· Faculty Council meets to approve the final list of candidates for membership.

Monday, May 3, 2010
· Announcement of new members.
