She had the
gratification of receiving a prompt and grateful answer from
his father, and her first letter was published in connection
with a funeral sermon preached at Springwater, N. Y.,
in commemoration of the virtues of Corporal James F.
Snyder.

town board -voted unanimously to pay
all volunteers accredited to the town,
either personally or by substitute, prev-
ious to the draft the sum of 600, and
that the supervisor be empowered to
raise the bounty to any amount less than
$1,000 to save the town from the draft.

Wayland’s quota under the call of
July 18, 1864, was 55 men, and was
filled without resorting to a draft.

In addition to the liberal bounties
offered by the town, Dr. Warren Patchin
personally promised a cow to each vol-
unteer, and cows were valuable property
at that time.
